Projections

When | understood the theory of projections, it was like a new light shown on the
shadow side of life. The things or persons that | had antipathy for were the very
things or character traits that | had not recognized in myself. Examples would be:
not wanting to conform to “micky mouse” rules or not liking people who were
constantly wrapped up in thinking and expressing characteristics about
themselves. Gradually recognizing these same tendencies in myself at times, |
could begin to own them. This required a process that was not easy and could
take a good amount of time. With God’s compassion | would be able to forgive
myself and that could lead to an understanding and empathy for others who were
working through the same issues. These feelings were not to excuse myself or
others’ behavior, but they could bring me to a new awareness.
