Excerpt from Brother Carl Sternberg talk:  

What this document gives us is the essence of our vocation.  Who is a 

Religious Brother? A Brother (capital B) is called to be a brother (small b). 

One who walks side by side with others not in a strict hierarchical structure 

but as an equal - One who by his living can be a brother to those he lives 

with in community and those whom he comes in contact with in his 

ministry and in his many relationships in the broader community. 

What does this fractured world need more than brotherhood?  Pope Francis 

gives us an example of this brotherhood almost every day in his ministry as 

when he washes the feet of Muslims and the marginalized.  This is what 

the document is calling us to be and do.  By expanding understanding of 

Brotherhood our vocation might just become the most essential mission the 

Church has to offer.
