July 197 25 In this week on July 20, 1823, Henry Taupin came to Ruille to
become a Brother. So promising was he that he eventually was named one of the
four Brother Directors, under the supervision of Bro#edre Mottais.

July 267 August 1 In this week Brother Francis Xavier Patoy was born in 1820.

He came to Indiana in 1841 and lived the longest as a Brother in Indiana. He died
in 1896 and iIis buried on St. Mar nyds RO:
the undertaker for South Bend. He dug the earliest graves in Cedar Grove
Cemetery at Notre Dame.
